John 1:40-43

40 Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, was one of the two who heard what John had said
(“Look, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!”) and who had followed
Jesus. *! The first thing Andrew did was to find his brother Simon and tell him, “We have
found the Messiah” (that is, the Christ). ¥? And he brought him to Jesus.

Jesus looked at him and said, “You are Simon son of John. You will be

called Cephas” (which, when translated, is Peter®). 4 The next day Jesus decided to
leave for Galilee. Finding Philip, he said to him, “Follow me.”

1. What name did John use to introduce Jesus?

2. When Andrew heard this, how did He respond?
3. What does this tell us about Andrew?

4. Jesus called Simon by name and knew the name of his father. What does this
show us about Jesus?

5. What invitation did Jesus give to Philip and the other men?
